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Transparency and Accountability

¢ Clear Communication about our use of Al at Precision. From colleagues and clients to partners,
patients, sites, investors, and regulators, we share updates on Al's purpose, benefits, and
potential risks openly and invite ongoing dialogue to ensure transparency and trust at every stage
of adoption.

¢ Explainability of Al systems, where possible, so we can strive to explain their decisions in
ways that are clear and meaningful to those who use and benefit from them, and improve where
needed.

* Anonymization, with data used by Precision for Al training and analysis being anonymized where
applicable and appropriate. These methods are continuously reviewed and refined to stay ahead
of technological advances and maintain their effectiveness in a rapidly evolving landscape.

Bias and Fairness

Promoting fairness and reducing bias are fundamental to ethical use of Al and we are committed
to ensuring that outcomes are inclusive and respectful of diverse perspectives. By thoughtfully
examining how Al is developed and applied, Precision better supports equitable practices and
fosters trust among stakeholders.

¢ Fair Representation, with a commitment to training PMG-developed and owned Al models on
diverse and representative datasets, and periodically reviewing internally managed data sources to
promote inclusivity and minimize bias.
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Ethical Use and Purpose

¢ Purpose Limitation, Al systems will be used for their intended and approved purposes. If
significant new applications or uses beyond the original scope are considered,particularly those
that may introduce material risk or impact stakeholders, they will undergo careful evaluation
and approval from our Al governance bodies. This approach safeguards our stakeholders while
allowing flexibility for low-risk administrative or exploratory uses.

Continuous Monitoring and
Improvement

We believe that ongoing evaluation is essential to keeping our systems effective, ethical, and aligned
with our values. Our monitoring and improvement activities are proportionate to each Al system’s
purpose, available data, and its role within our clinical research workflows. By regularly reviewing
performance and listening to feedback, we uncover opportunities to refine our tools and support
responsible innovation over time. Our commitment to continuous improvement includes:

¢ Regular Reviews of Al systems will be conducted appropriate to the system’s purpose and risk
level, to help ensure they continue to meet high standards for performance, fairness, and security.
These reviews may include bias assessments and security checks, leveraging internal expertise or
external support as needed.

e Continuous Improvement, of our Al systems, as we strive to implement ongoing
enhancements informed by feedback loop mechanisms including review findings and stakeholder
recommendation. Dedicated improvement plans may outline actions and timelines to ensure these
systems evolve in alignment with our values and the needs of colleagues and clients to partners,
patients, sites, investors, and regulators.
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Collaboration and Engagement

collaboration to develop and deploy systems that reflect shared values and honor diverse
perspectives.
